The Village of Fraser Lake has requested the Regional District of Bulkley-Nechako's 
assistance in the form of Federal Gas Tax Funds to put towards the purchase of a transit 
bus for the residents of Fraser Lake and the surrounding areas. 

This purchase has been quoted at $84,774.32. The Village of Fraser Lake has already 
received confirmation of funding from the Ministry of Transportation and Infrastructure 
in the amount of $58,878.12. 

Director Parker has indicated that he would like to support the purchase of the Fraser 
Lake transit bus with Federal Gas Tax Funds in the amount of $25,896.20. 

Total uncommitted Gas Tax Funds remaining in Electoral Area 'D' allocation is 
$286,869.35. A Board resolution is required to contribute Federal Gas Tax Funds to this 
project.
