We are the
only organization of it's kind in the Houston area.

In 2018 over 43 volunteers contributed to hatchery operations, 89 people visited the
hatchery, 127 people participated in events and 111 school children participated in environmental education acivities.

larger screen during school programming.

Subject: Street Lighting Services
Overview:

At the last Rural Committee meeting, the Directors requested that staff investigate the
transition to LED street lighting for the Regional District street lighting services.

Discussion:

B. C. Hydro has recently announced that it will be aggressively pursuing an upgrade to
its street lighting services. All the capital components of the Regional District’s street
lighting services are owned by B. C. Hydro — the Regional District rents these street
lights on a monthly basis.

The expectation is that B. C. Hydro will be replacing these street lights within the next
three years. The final plan approval is expected in the Spring of 2020 (subject to
approval from BC Hydro’s Board of Directors as well as approval from the BC Utilities
Commission for the updated rates — the current rates are only applicable to high
pressure sodium and mercury vapour street lights) and with procurement beginning
shortly afterwards. Replacement may begin in the Summer of 2020.

The Regional District will be consulted prior to pole and light replacement. The new
LED lights come in three different wattages and two different colour temperatures. At
this time the Regional District will also be able to request the installation of new lights or
the removal of existing lights.

Hydro is requesting an increase of 0.72% for 2020. A budget increase of electrical
costs of 1% over the 2019 electrical rates has been included to cover this increase and
provide a small contingency in 2020.

Lighting Services in the 2020 Financial Plan.

Overview:

There is a world of food and agriculture opportunities in the RDBN. However, there is a
significant gap in knowledge of the food and agriculture products located in the forest
landscape.

The RDBN is proposing a Non-Timber Forest Products Study (NTFPS), funded by the Rural
Director Northern Capital and Planning Grant. The NTFPS is an opportunity to build
relationships with indigenous communities and emerging agriculture while building a strategy
to expand products derived from our forests. Such products are saps & syrups, fruits &
preserves, culinary herbs, flours & meals, edible flowers, aromatic oils for flavours, natural
sweeteners, mushrooms, nuts & seeds, herbal teas, herbal coffees, juices, wines, health &
personal care products, biofuels, landscape & garden products, etc.

The RDBN NTFPS would be integrated with the Updated RDBN Agriculture Plan and possibly
integrated with other proposed studies such as the RDBN Food Hub Feasibility Study, proposed
funding by RDBN Rural Directors, Northern Capital & Planning Grant, and the Regional Food
Economy Assessment, funding request to Victoria Foundation.

The project cost is $50,000. If successful in acquiring the funding, the RDBN anticipates hiring
contractors by January 2020 and concluding the study with actionable items by December

2020.

Recommendation:

The RDBN Rural Directors allocate $50,000 for the RDBN Non-Timber Forest Product

Overview:

The RDBN is currently updating the RDBN Agriculture Plan and has received feedback from the
consumer survey. Many consumers have indicated that the region needs to increase the
accessibility of local foods.

The RDBN is proposing a feasibility study of food hubs, funded by the Rural Director Northern
Capital and Planning Grant and defining what a food hub would look like within the Region.
Food hubs help small farms grow by offering a combination of production, distribution and
marketing services. Food Hubs can be a helpful middleman that connects producers (farmers
and ranchers) with institutional buyers (restaurants, hospitals, etc.) and end consumers. They
help farmers gain access to larger markets so they can focus more on farming and less on
marketing, distribution, etc.

The RDBN Food Hub Feasibility Study would be integrated with the Updated RDBN Agriculture
Plan and possibly integrated with other proposed studies such as the RDBN Non-Timber Forest
Products Study, proposed funding by RDBN Rural Directors, Northern Capital & Planning Grant,
and the Regional Food Economy Assessment, funding request to Victoria Foundation.

The project cost is $50,000. If successful in acquiring the funding, the RDBN anticipates hiring
contractors by January 2020 and concluding the study with actionable items by December

2020.

Overview:

Of the $5.8 Million received for the Northern Capital and Planning Grant the Board
decided that 30% ($1,740,000) will be allocated to region-wide projects. A summary of
these projects and the remaining funds are as follows:

$420,000.00 Recycling Projects

$169,248.00 RBA Community Sustainability Plan

$ 25,000.00 Agricultural Plan*

$100,000.00 Parks and Trails Plan*

$100,000,00 Broadband Connectivity Study*

$ 73,000.00 Emergency Fire Apparatus and Water Tanker Trucks for landfills*

$225,000.00 Emergency Hazard, Risk and Vulnerability Planning*
$1,112,248.00

$627,752.00 Remaining Funds from the regional wide allocation.

The Rural Committee discussed the importance of the following projects but decided
that funding should be best allocated from the regional-wide allocation.

Administrative Building Retrofit $300,000

Replacement of spare Bobcat $ 75,000

Creation of new (additional) Septage Receiving Beds in

Burns Lake Transfer Station and Knockholt landfill $ 50,000
$425,000

The additional $202,752 can be allocated to Environmental Services Capital Reserves
as there is approximately $5.0 million in capital projects recommended over the next
five years and this contribution will help reduce future taxation increases.

Of the $5.8 M, 70% (or $4,060,000) will be allocated to Regional District established
services at the discretion of the Electoral Area Directors. On September 5, at the Rural
Directors’ Committee meeting, the amount of the Northern Capital and Planning Grant
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allocated to each Electoral Area Director was confirmed to be calculated %2 by

population and % by fixed amount and is as follows:

Electoral Area B: $532,220
Electoral Area C: $466,853
Electoral Area D: $473,977
Electoral Area E:  $489,101
